














Household Hazardous Waste 
Motor Oil, Filters 
and Cooking Oil 
Recycle oil filters and used mo­
tor oil curbside. 

Recycle large amounts of 
cooking oil at the Devlin Road 
Transfer Station, 889A Devlin 
Road, American Canyon. 

Motor Oil and Oil Filters 
• Pour motor oil into 

a clear plastic con­
tainer like a plastic 
milk jug. 

• Tape lid to close it 
securely. 

• Place beside your 
recycling cart. 

• Maximum of three (3) gallons 
of oil per pickup. 

• Place oil filters in a sealable 
plastic bag, i.e., Ziploc bag, 
seal. 

• Place beside your recycling 
cart. 

Cooking Oil 
• Pour cooking oil into a clear 

container like a plastic milk 
jug or glass jar. 

• Tape lid to close it securely. 

• Recycle at the 
Devlin Road 
Transfer Station.

The Benicia Corp. Yard, 2400 
E. 2nd St., accepts only latex 
paint, motor oil and filters, fluo­
rescent bulbs, CFLs, antifreeze 
and car and household batter­
ies 9-12 Saturdays. No dumping 
outside of open hours. 

Drop off only fluorescent bulbs 
and household batteries at 
Pedrotti Ace Hardware, 830 
Southampton Road, Benicia.

Sharps 
NO syringes, needles and 
lancets in your garbage or 
recycling cart. 

Pick up free sharps containers 
at the Firehouse, 150 Military 
West, Benicia or at Allied Waste 
Services' office in Pacheco. 
Drop off full containers at the 
Firehouse or Devlin Transfer 
Station free of charge. 

Electronic 
Waste 
State law prohibits 
putting CRTs 
(televisions and 
computer moni­
tors), computers, 
keyboards, printers, 
fax machines, cellu-
lar phones, DVD players, VCRs, 
radios and other electronics in 
the garbage. 

Electronic waste must be taken 
to a licensed facility. Several 
locale-waste companies offer 
free curbside pickup of elec­
tronic waste.
